SPANISH SUMMER PACKET

Dear Parents,

‘This year incoming 8" graders will be having a Spanish Summer packet. This is a long, themed unit with a focus on

summer vocabulary and a review of some of the key concepts from Spanish 1: gustar, present tense, expressing
personal opinions and preferences, food, clothing, and colors. The intention is to give students vocabulary and
practice opportunities that will sustain their engagement in Spanish during the weeks of summer break. It is meant
- as independent work for students and, since there is no teacher scaffolding or feedback available to students who are
working for weeks from home, the material is not particularly rigorous. The focus is on having fun in the language
and avoiding student frustration.

The packet includes a number of multimedia links to give students access to audio, video, and interactive games.
Vocabulary games can increase student motivation and engagement by giving students another way to review
vocabulary instead of standard written activities. Audio and video provide students with access to native accents,
authentic language, and exposure to culture.

These games can be accessed and completed from computers. If you prefer, you can print it out but the idea is to
create a conscience saving paper of our planet Earth.
